Registration will take place at Trader’s Point Christian church 
starting at 6:00 p.m. and ending at 6:50 p.m. Restrooms will be available. 

Where Lafayette Road and 86th Street. Very Close to Eagle Creek Park—3 miles away. Take the 71st 
entrance out of the park. At Lafayette road, make a left and stay on this road until you get to 86th 
Street. Look for signs.  You can park at the Fishback Elementary School (sorry, no restrooms). 
Riders staged along the shoulder of Lafayette Road.  Citizens, Women, and MAS 45+ first to go 
out. You will receive a start time when you register for the Eagle Creek Race. Must be present at 
your stated time…the clock waits for no one. Rider off every 30 seconds.

Course A 0.95 mile heavily wooded loop. This course has a roller coaster feel. It whips you through the 

backside and then sends you up the slight incline past the hoards of spectators.   

Location NW side of INDY. The park is accessible from both 56th and 71st Street. Once in the park, look for 
signs. You can park on the Eagle Creek Fast Crit (Circle Drive) infield (weather permitting, of 
course). Please, only park on one side of the Circle.  The early racers (7:10 a.m.) can park inside 
the loop parking lot only if you are staying the whole day. 

Other Registration starts at 6:00 a.m. The Park’s Department has allowed us to enter the park at no cost 
if you park outside the 56th entrance and then ride in. There is a park fee of $4.00 that will be 
charged at the gate (Park’s policy, not mine.)  Make sure if you are racing the TT in the afternoon, 
that you stop and get a gate pass to roll back in after your TT. Otherwise, they will charge you 
again. A family friendly race. Plenty of playgrounds and trails to hike on, etc. $10.00 to do a second 
race. Rain or shine. Cancelled if the weather severely impacts the race, etc.

Most of it can be done in 
the big ring, depending on the rider.  Pavement continues to be great.   

Location About 16 miles SW of Indy. Take SR 67 south to Mooresville’s Pioneer Park. Look for 
signs.  

Other Free food and drinks. Restrooms available. Other restroom locations include the standard 
location, plus the pool area and the soccer restrooms down at the bottom of the hill. 
Please be careful if you are going to use that one. Proceeds from this race will benefit, in 
part, the Austin Jordan Scholarship Fund and Pioneer Park. There will be a dog show while 
we are racing at the park. Stop on over and check it out!  Look for signs to direct you for 
parking, etc. Rain or shine. Cancelled if the weather severely impacts the race, etc.
