One thing noticed throughout the day of racing, if you were not ready to ride hard from the start, you
were seriously in danger of being dropped by the second lap. With no feed hand ups allowed in the
criterium the racers needed to be hydrated and have aboard enough fluids for the race duration.

About half way through the Junior race Matt Novak goes into time trial mode and rides away lapping all.
Kosela & Bowden were lapped only 30 yards from the finish. Kosela jumped, Bowden reacted but too
late to beat Kosela. Lesson learned: All riders finish on same lap as leader, Ride too slow an another rider
may pass, changing the whole outcome of the race. Kosela learned in March, Bowden in July.

You Juniors rock, riding the whole distance with a try as hard as | can to the finish. Ashley was a bit
wiped out from the previous Women race where she rode well.

After the rain delay the Officials shortened slightly other races so the Category 1, 2 & 3 race could be
held the full 80-minute plus two-lap distance. Perhaps the rain delay made it possible for these riders to
be very prepared to race at 25+ mph from the start. Every lap a break was forming, the speed was
staggering, good we had extra bottles on the bike. 39 minutes into the race the break that worked Mead,
Mumford, Puffer and Pearson had their sights on the tail end of the field to gain a lap. Up front Kelly and
Correa were gaping the field and then Meshberg, Verner, Krueger joined on two laps later. This grew to
11 riders off the front including Mead and Mumford. As this group fell apart Mead and Mumford did a
30mph+ 2 man TT to lap the field a second time with two laps remaining securing 1* and 2nd. The final
breakaway came going into the final lap with Tisdahl and Mosora quickly away and holding onto 5" and
6" at the finish. The final sprint saw Puffer taking 3" followed by Metz for 7. First five Cat 3 riders to
finish must have had GPS tracking on each other because they finished together 12 through 16.
