Directions- from Down Town Mt. Vernon go South on SR 586 past the Nazarine college
and turn left on Glen Rd. Take Glen Rd. up the hill the Glen Hill Orchard on the right.
Parking, registration, and start area at the orchard. The address for the Glen Hill Orchard
is 17156 Glen Rd. M ount Vernon Oh.

Course Description- This is a 6 mile loop with one long climb and plenty of Grinders.
